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We, the undersigned, do hereby certify that we have associated
ourselves together for the purpose of becoming a corporation not for
pecuniary profit, under and in accordance with the provisions of Chapter
617, Florida Statutes, providing for the formation, rights; privileges and
immunitiee of corporations not for profit, and pursuant to the terms of
said statute, we hereby make, subscribe, acknowledge and file these
Articles of Incorporation and further disclose as follows:

ARTICLE I

The name of this corporation shall be HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION OF
WOODLAND WATERS, INC., (A Corporation Not For Pecuniary Profit), whose
registered office shall be 2907 South Boulevard, Elfers, Florida 34689, and
E. F. SWARTSEL is hereby designated as the registered agent of said
corporation at the above address,

ARTICLE II

This corporation shall have the power and authority to forward the
purposes and accomplish the objects hereinafter set forth, and to do and
perform the same in accordance with the law as follows:

A, To provide for the preservation and architectural control of
landscaping, detention areas and recreation facilities, if any, within that
certain tract of property known as WOODLAND WATERS, PHASE ONE, a subdivision
located in Hernando County, Florida, as per plat thereof recorded in Plat
Book 24, pages 08 through 11, inclusive, of the Public Records of Hermando
County, Florida, and Lots 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6, Block l; Lots }, 3, &4, 5, 6,
7 and 8, Block 2; Lot !, Block 3; Lot 8, Block 4; Lot 1, Block 6; Lots 1,
2, 3,4, 5, 7 and 8, Block 7; Lots 2, 3, 4, 11, 12, 13 and l4, Block 8; Lots
2, 3, 4, 5, 6 and 7, Block 9, and Lot 1, Block 10, ROYAL HIGHLANDS, UNIT 2,
a subdivision located in Hernando County, Florida, as per plat thereof
recorded in Plat Book 11, pages 61 through 71, inclusive, of the Public

Recorda of Hernando County, Florida, and such other property that may from





time to time be placed under the control of this Association pursuant to
the Restrictions recorded upon the aforesaid properties; and to promote the
health, safety and welfare of the residents within the aforesaid properties
and any additions thereto as may hereafter be brought within the
jurisdiction of this Association for this purpose.

B. To exercise all of the powers and privileges and to perform all of
the duties and obligatiouns of the Association as set forth in the
Restrictions applicable to the properties and to be recorded in the Office
of the Clerk of the Circuit Court of Hernando County, Florida, and as the
same shell be amended from time to time as provided, said Restrictions
being incorporated herein as if set forth at length.

C. To fix, levy, collect and enforce payment by any lawful means, all
charges or assepsments pursuant to the terms of the Restrictions; to pay
all expenses in connection therewith and all office and other expenses
incident to the conduct of the business of the Association, including all
licenses, taxes or governmental charges levied or imposed against the
property of the Assaciation,

D. To acquire by gift, purchase or otherwise, and to own, hold,
improve, build upon, operate, maintain, convey, sell, lease, transfer,
dedicate for public use or otherwise dispose of real or personal property
in counection with the affairs of the Association,

E. To borrow money, mortgage, pledge, deed in trust, or hypothecate
any or all of its real or personal property as security for momey borrowed
or debts incurred.

¥. To dedicate, sell or transfer all or any part of the "common areas'
to any public agency, authority or utility for such purposes and subject to
auch conditions as may be agreed to by the members, No such dedication or
tranafer, except that made by the Developer in the Restrictions or any plat
of the gubject property as a subdivision, shall be effective unless an
inastrument has been signed by two-thirds of the aggregate of voting members
agreeing to such dedication, sale or transfer,

G. To participate in mergers and consolidationa with other nor-profit
corporations organized for the same purposes or annex additional
repidential property and "common areas", provided that any such merger,

consolidation or annexation shall have the assent of two-thirds of the





aggregate of voting members.

H. To adopt and use a common corporate seal and alter the same;
PROVIDED, howeﬁer, that such seal shall always contain the words
"Corporation Not For Pecumiary Profit",

I. To have and to exercise any and all powers, rights and privileges
which a corporation organized under Chapter 627, Florida Statutes, may now
or hereafter have or exercise.

ARTICLE IIIX

Every person or entity who is a record owner of a free or undivided fee
interest in any unit which is subject by easements or other documents of
record to assessment by the Association, including contract seller, shall
be a member of the Association. The foregoing is not intended to include
persons or entities who hold an interest merely as security for the
performance of an obligation. Membership shall be appurtenant to and may
not be sebarated from ownership of any unit which ie subject to assessment
by the Association.

ARTICLE 1V

The Aessociation shall have two (2) classes of voting membership:

CLAB8S A: Class A members shall be all owners, with the exception of
the Declarant, and shall be entitled to one (1) vote for each lot owned,
When more than one (1) person holds an interest or interests in any lot,
all such persons shall be members. The vote for such lot shall be
exercised as they, among themselves, determine; but in no event shall more
than one (1) vote be cast with respect to any such lot,

CLASS B: Class B members shall be the Declarant (ss defined in the
Declaration), and ghall be entitled to three (3) votes for every lot owned.
